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I General overview of the best practices in organising
the work of national contact points in the EU and
associated countries of the Horizon Europe Programme

The European Commission established the network of
National Contact Points (hereinafter referred to as the NCP
network) for the European Framework Programmes under the
Fifth Framework Programme. The main aim of this network was
to support organisations interested in participating in European
Research and Innovation Programmes. The main functions of
the NCP network was to provide guidance and assistance to
organisations by helping them access funding from the European
Union’s Framework Programmes. As the NCP network’s
experience was successful, this model was further developed to
the present day.

As of today, this network is also working as a network
through the Partners of the Framework Programme and is
established in EU Member States as well as some associated and
third countries. The primary services offered by the NCPs are
targeted toward a better understanding of the participation rules,
partner search, and navigation in the procedures and processes,
connected to the application preparation, submission and grant
management. The variety of the services can differ in the
different countries. It depends on resources invested by the
county into the NCP network, but all NCPs are obligated to
provide the minimum services, listed in the NCP Guide
“Minimum standards and guiding principles for setting up the
National contact Point (NCP) system”.

Horizon Europe, including on conditions for participation, on
possibilities and conditions for submission of proposals, and on
project budgeting and reporting.

e Organise information and promotional activities — in
liaison with the Commission services when appropriate - e.g.
info-days, seminars, conferences, newsletters, websites,
brokerage events, fairs, etc.

e Raise awareness of:

Horizon Europe funding opportunities offered
through the pillars of the programme and the specific parts
such as Pillar Il Clusters, the Missions, European
Partnerships, and EIT KICs, newly established activities of
the European Innovation Council in Horizon Europe,
especially the equity funding mechanism of the Accelerator;
The objectives to ensure gender balance in Horizon
Europe and of strengthening the link between science and
civil society;

The activities of the Joint Research Centre (JRC),
the in-house science service of the Commission, to relevant
national stakeholders from the scientific community,
industry and public authorities.

intermediaries and information multipliers to ensure high quality
of advice.

e Where appropriate, organise courses and training
seminars for specific target groups on specific topics (legal
aspects, modalities for participation, research and innovation
areas, financial rules, Open Science practices, and FAIR
management of digital research outputs, etc.).

SIGNPOSTING AND COOPERATION:

e Signpost to other business support network services
those potential participants who require assistance, for example,
on general EU matters or matters relating to the internal market,
technology transfer, intellectual property rights (IPR),
standardization bodies, or regional development (see Annex 3,
of NCP Guide).

e Strengthen cooperation between NCPs within the
network by promoting joint activities (see Annex 4, of NCP
Guide).

e Signpost to national/regional funding services and
programmes and collaboration with Missions, European
Partnerships, and programme level research funders.

The primary goal of the NCP network is to ensure that
research organisations, businesses, and other entities can
effectively access and benefit from EU research and innovation
funding opportunities.

Since the establishment of the NCP network, it has
expanded and evolved to assist a wide range of activities with
the aim to support organisations in participation in research and

It is very important to mention that NCPs provide personalised
support in applicants’ languages — which can help the applicant
better understand the rules and requirements. In other words —
NCPs are not only making the interpretation in the terms of the
language — from English to the national language, but also in
terms of providing accessible for understanding and detailed
information to the potential applicants and those who are already
implementing projects, supported within FPs. Thus, the use of
the national language to interpret the terms and conditions of
participation in the Programme contributes to the Programme's
popularity and increases the interest of national stakeholders in
the opportunities for participation. At the same time, some NCPs
publish information on their resources exclusively in the national
language, and some duplicate or partially duplicate information
in English.

However, NCP networks can vary from one country to
another, from highly centralised to decentralised networks, and
a number of very different actors, from ministries to universities,
research centers and special agencies to private consulting
companies. Each country is organising the work of the NCP
network according to its own preferences and financial resources
allocated to this activity. The differences can be in the size,
structure, and dedication to the role of the NCP.

Section Il will analyse the NPCs of countries with a high
level of success in the Horizon Europe Programme, based on
both the absolute share of the Programme budget that is allocated
to projects involving partners from this country and the

calculation of the budget received per capita. We will review and
provide information on several important aspects of the work of
these NCPs, namely

- organisation and number of nominated NCPs;

- professionalisation;

- type of services provided, level of assistance, etc.

In some countries, the NCPs network is organised in a
centralised way in which case all NCPs are located in one
organisation and work as a team or in a decentralised way
where the role of NCPs is distributed among different
organisations, which may even be located in different regions of
the country. There is no convincing evidence that one or the
other model works better, as there are good examples of both
models in countries with high success rates in the Programme.
Depending on the resources (financial and human), the size of
the NCPs network can also vary greatly. For example, the
German NCP network is represented by 122 NCPs, the French
network by 48 NCPs, and the Polish network by 36 NCPs (data
from the Funding and Tenders Portal).

Professionalisation is one of the factors that could really
have a huge effect on the effectiveness of NCPs work. In most
of the countries with high success results in the Horizon Europe
Programme, the nominated NCPs work full-time in specialised
governmental agencies and are fully dedicated to this role.
Often, they combine the NCPs role with the role of the National
delegates to the Programming committees. Most of the
nominated NCPs have previous experience in the research
innovation field within the same topic or reach project
management experience. Some countries have established a

network, where the NCPs role is assigned to the person as the
secondary role, additionally to the main occupation on the
main position. Mainly, they represent Ministries, Universities,
or other public research and science organisations. This network
is mainly less effective, as even if the nominated person is highly
professional in the specific topic, primary work obligations limit
the time they can dedicate to the NCPs role, which also has
consequences on their ability to support the participants and
provide the services constantly.

The organisation of the NCP network also has an
influence on the type of services provided and the level of
assistance to the target audience. Additionally, to the minimum
services list, NCPs can provide different services such as, for
example, check of the concepts, proofreading of the projects, and
assistance during the whole period of the project preparation and
realisation.

However, it isn’t easy to evaluate the effectiveness of the
NCP network, as the competitiveness of the Horizon Europe
Programme is very high, and often, even the proposals with the
full score are not funded.

Nevertheless, in the next chapter, we will consider some
examples from the countries with the highest share of the
Horizon Europe Programme Funds both in the total and per
capita.

Germany has a very strong NCP network with various
services provided by the agencies. Most NCPs hosting
organisations have expertise in project management and are
actively participating in the HE Programme.

e Regional coverage: Ensuring that services are available
in all regions of Germany, including support for SMEs and
institutions with a lower R&D intensity (R&D Intensity is the
percentage of an organisation’s revenue / earnings reinvested in
research and innovation). Strong research links and connections
with experts in various fields make the German NCP network
able to provide very specific services — the so-called multiplier
services, where they offer a package of services for multipliers
from the R&D sectors;

e Proposal review and feedback: High-quality feedback
services to improve the competitiveness of German applications.
This service is provided at a very early stage — starting from the
project idea check or proposal sketches up to proofreading of the
full proposal with comments and tailored advice.

e International networking: Coordination with other EU
NCPs to strengthen cross-border collaboration and exchange
experience. German NCPs are also actively participating in
NCP-networking projects and projects dedicated to increasing
the knowledge of potential participants.

However, APRE's best practices include science
diplomacy, comprehensive analysis of public policies, and
advocacy for scientists, researchers, and innovators among
government officials and the international scientific community.

It is very difficult to separate the services APRE provides as
an organisation and as an NCP. However, this can be seen as an
advantage for the organisation, as due to its experience in project
management and all research and innovation processes, APRE
as an NCP can provide exclusive expertise and advice within its
services. Therefore, APRE's organisational principle can be
considered an example of best practices for organising the work
of an NCPs.

111 Summary and useful references

As mentioned above, the operation of the NCP network
varies from country to country, with different NCPs using
different tools and approaches to ensure high quality service
delivery. In order to improve the interaction between NCPs in
different countries and promote the dissemination of best
practices, the European Commission creates separate calls for
proposals to strengthen cooperation within the overall NCP
network. Most of these projects create exclusive opportunities
for NCPs to network, share knowledge, best practices and
approaches, organise training, exchange visits, etc. The network
projects also provide individual learning opportunities for the
NCPs based on their level of knowledge and understanding of
the Programme.

The NCP networks brought together by the project are also
working together to create various tools and solutions to support
not only the NCP network, but also to better support clients from
different countries.

These tools include:

e form templates,

e guidelines,

e recommendations or checklist for both — NCPs and clients
(this can include checklist for the work with the topics — for the
clients or checklist for the event organisation for the NCPs, etc),

e brokerage events organisation,

e in some projects, there are also possibilities for proposal
checks and consultations from the partners of the NCP network
or additional contracted experts.
