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INTRODUCTION

HEOinUA (Horizon Europe Office in Ukraine as the key
National Contact Point (NCP)) is a unique initiative fully funded
by the European Commission. The mission of the Project is to
foster Ukraine’s full integration into the European Research
Area (ERA), support Ukrainian researchers and innovators in
accessing the opportunities of the EU Framework Programme
for Research and Innovation Horizon Europe (hereinafter —
Programme), and contribute to the development of a sustainable
ecosystem of cooperation between science, business and civil
society. The project’s objectives include the development of the
National Contact Points (NCPs) network, strengthening the
institutional capacity of Ukrainian organisations, as well as
enhancing European integration through knowledge exchange
and the best practices.

Previously, Horizon Europe Office in Ukraine
(hereinafter — Office) prepared and published the first analytical
report, which laid the foundation for further systematic work.
This second information and analytical report focuses on
studying the models and practices of the functioning of NCP
networks in countries associated with the Programme. The
strategic justification for conducting this study is defined by
several key objectives: strengthening systematic learning
through comparative analysis; increasing the institutional
capacity and resilience of the national NCP network; and
improving policy coherence with European integration.

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Associated countries often play a significant role in the
EU’s science diplomacy by participating in outreach activities
that extend the influence of the EU through soft power outreach.
The NCP networks in these countries align national priorities
with the overarching objectives of the EU, ensuring a balance of
mutual benefits and association criteria.  Thorough
understanding of their organisation and functioning is an
essential prerequisite for shaping Ukraine’s future research and
innovation policy, including issues of association conditions,
reciprocity, and the mutual benefits of global scientific
cooperation.

A distinctive feature of this study is the use of a specially
designed questionnaire, developed by the Office and circulated
among partner NCP networks in associated countries. A
substantial part of the analytical work is based on empirical data
obtained through completed questionnaires. The annexes to this
report present materials that provide detailed responses from the
respondents and substantiate the results of the analysis.

The Office expresses its sincere gratitude to the national
coordinators of the NCP networks who provided information
through completed questionnaires and supported the
implementation of this study. Active cooperation with European
colleagues ensures the effectiveness of our work and strengthens
Ukraine’s role in the ERA.

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I. Work organisation and specific features of NCP networks
in countries associated with the Programme: general
overview

Associated countries with the Programme are non-EU
states that have concluded and signed a partnership (association)
agreement with the FEuropean Union, enabling them to
participate in the Programme under conditions similar to those
of its Member States. Such agreements grant associated
countries access to funding opportunities, research cooperation,
and innovation initiatives within the Programme. Examples of
associated countries include the Kingdom of Norway, the
Republic of Tiirkiye, the United Kingdom, Canada, the Republic
of Armenia, and the State of Israel, among others (the complete
and up-to-date list of associated countries is available at the
following link).

The process of association entails negotiations with the
EU, culminating in the signing of an official agreement that
defines the rights and obligations of the country participating in
the Programme. A key prerequisite for implementing these
agreements is the establishment of NCP networks, which act as
advisory and support structures for researchers and institutions
participating in the Programme’s funding initiatives. The
European Commission strongly recommends that associated
countries ensure that their NCPs comply with the Minimum
Standards and Guiding Principles established by the
Commission, thereby contributing to the creation of a coherent
and effective support system for applicants. Formally, NCPs in

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associated countries perform the same basic functions as NCPs
in EU Member States, 1.e.:

° disseminating information on calls, rules and
procedures for participation in the Programme (including the
preparation of general and specialised information and analytical
materials, fact sheets, newsletters, guidelines, etc.);

° providing advice and recommendations to
applicants;

° organising training sessions and information
events;

° establishing contacts with other NCPs to exchange

best practices and develop new professional approaches.

Nevertheless, the structure and level of resources
available to NCP networks may differ depending on each
associated country’s internal policies, funding arrangements,
and strategic priorities.

As in the EU Member States, NCPs in associated countries
may be established within research institutions, research centers,
universities, or other specialised organisations. For example, in
the Republic of Iceland the NCP network operates across several
institutions, including the Icelandic Centre for Research
(Rannis) and the University of Copenhagen. In the Kingdom of
Norway, NCPs providing advice on Programme areas and
components are mainly based within the Research Council of
Norway. However, certain NCPs (in the areas of European
Innovation Council and European Innovation Ecosystems,
Climate, Energy and Mobility, and others) are positioned within
Innovation Norway — a state-owned company and the national

The structure of the NCP network is determined
nationally, depending on available resources, priorities, and
administrative mechanisms. In general, the Commission
recommends establishing one NCP for each main thematic area
of the Programme. However, in some smaller countries or those
with limited resources, the same person or organisation may be
responsible for several Programme areas or components
simultaneously.

Given the legal and organisational status of NCP networks
in associated countries, their specific functioning is influenced
by several factors:

° legal and financial aspects of participation: since
participation is regulated by bilateral association agreements,
which determine the scope of access to funding initiatives,
possible exceptions, and specific funding conditions, i.e.:
some associated countries may have partial access
to the Programme’s opportunities (e.g., Canada and New
Zealand are associated exclusively with Pillar II “Global
Challenges and European Industrial Competitiveness”);

n financial contributions to the Programme budget
differ from those of EU Member States (calculated based on
GDP);

organisations have the right to receive funding
under the same conditions as EU entities, although certain
restrictions may apply (e.g. for projects related to defense);

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° NCP networks operate like those in EU Member
States but may require additional national support and funding
mechanisms due to differences in their association agreements;

° some associated countries appoint liaison persons
to facilitate coordination with NCPs from EU Member States;

° some associated countries participate in network
projects, although in certain cases, countries may hold observer
status in specific areas depending on the association terms;
national authorities may partially cover training of NCPs, while
participation in cross-border cooperation may be limited;

° there are differences in institutional memory may
arise, since under previous EU framework programmes for
research and innovation, some countries had partial or differing
association, leading to the reorganisation or creation of new
NCPs (for instance, Switzerland had partial association under
Horizon 2020 after 2014, which affected the structure of Swiss
NCPs).

NCP networks in associated countries typically participate
in various transnational cooperation formats. Such transnational
interactions allow NCPs from associated countries to gain
experience from the well-established networks of EU Member
States, improving their advisory capacity and professional
competencies. Analysis of the professional cooperation
networks existing at the time of preparing this report confirms

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that such collaborative instruments enable NCPs to strengthen
the capacity of individual advisory nodes of the Programme to
guide and support researchers and organisations throughout the
entire project life cycle, from proposal preparation to successful
implementation.

An integral part of these network interactions is
continuous professional development and capacity building of
NCPs through regular training sessions, mentoring schemes, and
initiatives aimed at establishing mutually beneficial
partnerships. These initiatives ensure that both experienced and
less experienced NCPs rapidly acquire the necessary knowledge
and best practices, thereby enhancing their ability to provide
high-quality, tailored support. Particular attention is given to
third countries and those expanding their project activities,
encouraging them to participate more actively and improve the
effectiveness of professional services by means of targeted
mentoring and specialised training.

The following section presents an analytical overview of
the practices of NCP networks functioning in selected associated
countries of the Programme.

The leading associated countries in terms of the overall
share of funding received under the Programme (according to
Horizon Dashboard data), the number of successful applications,
and the participation rate since the start implementation of the
Programme’s are presented in Figure 1, Figure 2, and Figure 3,
respectively.

The Research
Council of Norway

The Norwegian NCP network operates mainly within the
Research Council of Norway (Norges forskningsrdd, RCN). The
Council is subordinated to the Ministry of Education and
Research of Norway, with its mandate to support research and
innovation across all fields and sectors. With regard to the
participation of Norwegian organisations in the Programme’s
funding initiatives, the functions and responsibilities of the
Council include: nominating and coordinating NCPs for each
cluster, area and horizontal priority of the Programme; providing
advice and support to potential applicants; establishing and
maintaining communication with the European Commission and
other national authorities on issues related to the implementation
of the Programme. The NCP network in Norway is fully funded
by the Government of Norway through annual appropriations
from the Ministry of Education and Research as separate budget
lines within the Council’s operational structure.

A total of 33 experts serve as NCPs, some of them cover
several thematic areas or components of the Programme. For

instance, in Cluster 6 “Food, Bioeconomy, Natural Resources,
Agriculture and Environment” of Pillar II, six experts provide
consultations, whereas within the Joint Research Centre (JRC)
only one NCP is appointed. Notably, the organisation structure
of the network also includes NCPs dedicated to Partnerships
under the Programme, its five Missions, and the “New European
Bauhaus” initiative. In addition, representatives of the Strategic
Programme Committee, responsible for monitoring the
implementation of the Programme (two persons), are
incorporated into the NCP structure.

Certain NCP functions, particularly those focused on
innovation and instruments for attracting commercial
investment, are also carried out with the support of the
governmental agency [nnovation Norway. Innovation Norway
plays a key role in promoting the participation of Norwegian
organisations in the Programme, in particular under Pillar II
“Global Challenges and European Industrial Competitiveness”
and Pillar III “Innovative Europe”. Through close cooperation
with the Council, Innovation Norway concentrates on increasing
the involvement of business actors — primarily start-ups, SMEs
and large industrial companies — in the Programme calls.

Innovation Norway provides services and support for
participation in various Programme instruments (free of charge),
including: Cluster 5 “Climate, Energy and Mobility” (including
related partnerships), the European Institute of Innovation and
Technology (EIT), the European Innovation Council (EIC) and

European Innovation Ecosystems, EU Missions, and Cluster 6
“Food, Bioeconomy, Natural Resources, Agriculture and
Environment” (including related Partnerships). A total of 16
experts provide advisory services within the institution. From a
content perspective, the range of services offered includes:
providing comprehensive consultations primarily tailored to the
needs and specificities of the non-academic sector; organising
and conducting trainings and seminars for small groups of
potential applicants; carrying out preliminary reviews of project
proposals; organising and conducting specialised simulation
sessions for pitching research projects; and providing project
support for industry representatives that have received EU
funding.

In this context, Innovation Norway fulfils a dual function:
strengthening national innovation potential while also being an
integral part of Norway’s system of support for Programme
applicants. This combination enhances the involvement of
industry representatives and other non-academic participants in
Programme projects, especially those with both research and
innovation components. This aspect is further reinforced by the
organisation’s active synergy with other actors of the research
and innovation ecosystem, as well as by the robust public system
of support for Norwegian applicants. An important initiative in
this regard is the Green Platform Initiative — a joint project of the
Research Council of Norway, Innovation Norway, and the state
enterprise Siva (responsible for developing the national

The initiative provides financial support
for research and innovation projects aimed at green growth and
restructuring. It was designed to strengthen Norwegian exports
and create added value, enabling companies and research
institutions to better utilise the opportunities provided by the
Programme.

Among the motivational instruments encouraging potential
applicants to participate in Programme funding initiatives,
Innovation Norway offers several support measures. These
include the “Mobilitetsordningen” (Mobility Scheme) and
“Positiv EU-effekt” (Positive EU Effect) grant programmes,
which provide funding for travel, partner meetings or expert
consultations at the project preparation stage. For example,
companies or research institutions may apply for funding to
attend consortium-building events in Europe or to hire
consultants for drafting project proposals. In addition,
Innovation Norway plays an active role in the Enterprise Europe
Network (EEN), providing Norwegian SMEs with access to a
wide database of international profiles. This platform allows
participants to publish offers and requests for cooperation,
thereby fostering cross-border collaboration.

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From an operational perspective, the NCP network provides
a wide range of services to support potential and current national
participants, particularly in the areas of: advisory services,
information and promotional events, assistance in finding
potential consortium partners, and other support services.

Some of these activities merit separate analysis. In particular,
NCP representatives provide individual advisory support to
Programme participants through online consultations, organise
virtual ‘open cafes’, and conduct site visits to institutions.
Support is delivered according to sectoral principles: the
Research Council of Norway provides advice to research and
innovation institutions, while Innovation Norway serves
industrial enterprises, especially in thematic areas corresponding
to Clusters 4, 5 and 6. To ensure that such services are delivered
effectively and with high quality, NCPs analyse evaluation
summary reports, develop specialised training courses, and
engage experts (advisers) on EU funding from relevant
institutions. Support for consortium-building is provided
through information events that offer participants opportunities
to establish partnerships. Innovation Norway plays a central role
in facilitating interaction between innovation actors and relevant
industrial partners, particularly within joint projects. Although
the Norwegian NCP network does not have a dedicated website,
information on the Programme, including current funding
instruments and outreach opportunities, is regularly
disseminated through newsletters of the Research Council of
Norway and Innovation Norway, as well as via LinkedIn groups.

These services
are provided at no cost and are specifically designed to improve
applicants’ chances of success in Programme calls.

Advisory support covers all Programme components,
including collaborative projects (Research and Innovation
Actions — RIA, Innovation Actions — IA, Coordination and
Support Actions — CSA), as well as individual grants and
mobility schemes under the European Research Council (ERC),
Marie Sklodowska-Curie Actions (MSCA), and COST
networks.

The package of advisory services covers a wide range of
strategic and operational consulting activities. These include: (1)
assistance in developing a roadmap for participation in the
Programme, tailored to the institutional goals and capacities of
the applicant; (2) mentoring and support in generating ideas to
refine and shape project concepts in line with the Programme’s

Europe; (4) individual needs assessment through consultations
aimed at clarifying the applicant’s specific research ambitions,
capacities, and expectations; (5) provision of information on
funding, including the identification of relevant call
announcements and funding instruments matching the
applicant’s thematic focus; (6) review of proposals and provision
of feedback based on an assessment of project applications, with
recommendations aimed at improving quality, clarity,
coherence, and compliance with evaluation criteria.

With regard to training, Research Council of Norway — in
cooperation with well-known organisations such as Europa
Media and Sintef — has developed a training programme
comprising three levels (from beginner to advanced), designed
for a wide range of stakeholders: academia, the private sector
and public institutions. Most courses are conducted in English
and are available both offline and online, usually twice a year
(autumn and winter). Registration is required in advance, after
which participants gain access to relevant materials and video
resources.

Introductory webinars for beginners provide a general
overview of the Programme and explain the specifics of projects
implemented under the Lump Sum funding scheme, while
courses for intermediate-level participants focus on proposal
development, building skills for drafting impact sections of
project proposals, and familiarising participants with the
financial rules of Programme participation. For participants with
project implementation experience, dedicated project
management courses are offered, covering issues of
implementation, reporting, and grant agreement procedures.
Financial training courses address topics such as budgeting, cost
eligibility, and the specifics of auditing research projects. For
experienced Programme participants, opportunities are provided
to attend practical seminars and consultations conducted in real
time, allowing them to discuss current issues and receive
immediate answers to questions arising directly during project
implementation.

The development of national applicants’ project potential is
also supported through annual free training courses on project
management and activities known as ERC Proposal Reading
Days. This initiative provides targeted support for researchers
working in Norwegian institutions who are actively preparing
grant applications to the European Research Council (ERC).
Participants have a unique opportunity to study successful ERC
grant proposals, primarily from 2023 and 2024, including
Synergy Grant applications.

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The event 1s organised in an individual consultation format,
allowing participants to focus on improving their project
proposals under this component. Only researchers and EU
funding advisers already familiar with ERC funding
mechanisms and actively preparing project applications are
eligible to attend. During the sessions, participants gain direct
access to review and analyse funded project proposals
implemented in Norwegian institutions.

One of the unique features of support for Norwegian
researchers and organisations in Programme calls is Research
Council of Norway specific instrument — the Support for Project
Establishment and Positioning (PES) scheme. This targeted
funding instrument is designed to improve the quality and
competitiveness of Norwegian applications in Programme calls,
including initiatives under the European Defense Fund (EDF).
The primary objective of this scheme is to strengthen Norway’s
strategic position in FEuropean research and innovation
programmes by providing support at the early stages of project
proposal development. PES funding covers costs directly related
to proposal preparation, such as expert services, partner
coordination and consortium-building. By enabling applicants to
receive professional support at an early stage, the scheme
ensures that Norwegian proposals meet the standards and
practices of the evaluation process.

TUBITAK acts as the national coordination center for the
entire NCP network and performs the following functions:

° maintaining continuous dialogue with the European
Commission regarding the Programme’s thematic areas and
components;

° ensuring coherence between the strategic
objectives of Turkish research activities and the priorities of the
Programme;

° facilitating the creation of a communication
platform (events, trainings, consultations) to engage academic,
industrial, and governmental institutions in the Programme’s
calls.

In the context of operating the NCP network and creating
a unified information and communication resource for the rapid
access of individuals interested in participating in the
Programme’s funding initiatives, a dedicated information
module entitled «Ufuk Avrupa» was incorporated into the
official TUBITAK website. This module is specifically devoted
to the Programme’s funding opportunities for Turkish
researchers and innovators.

Overall, the Turkish NCP network is represented by 24
specialists, each responsible for one or several areas/components
simultaneously. The largest number of experts are engaged in
providing advice within Cluster 5 “Climate, Energy and
Mobility” (Pillar II “Global Challenges and European Industrial
Competitiveness”), while only one expert is responsible for the

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Science”). In addition, NCP representatives provide consultation
and support in preparing project proposals across all Missions of
the Programme.

It is worth noting that the Project “Turkey in Horizon
2020: Phase II” has played an important role in raising
awareness and expanding the opportunities of Turkish
researchers and organisations. The project included specialised
training sessions dedicated to proposal writing, project
management, and understanding the priorities of the subsequent
EU Framework Programme Horizon Europe. The information
and training materials were designed to meet the specific needs
of participants, equipping them with the necessary skills for
successful involvement in the funding initiatives of the EU’s IX
Framework Programme.

NCPs in Tiirkiye perform the same core functions as
NCPs in other countries. The key standard tasks of the network
in this country include: awareness-raising and information
dissemination (organising information days, seminars, and
training sessions on programme-related calls, rules and
procedures of the Programme; disseminating news on upcoming
calls, participation conditions, budgeting, and proposal
submission); training and capacity building (conducting
practical trainings on proposal writing, budgeting, and
consortium building; providing support on administrative and
financial aspects of the Programme’s projects); providing
advisory support for project ideas and assisting in partner search

In terms of strengthening national competitiveness in the
field of research and innovation, it should be noted that
TUBITAK differs from other similar institutions in countries
associated with the Programme in that it has developed rather
comprehensive support initiatives and specific incentive
mechanisms to encourage the active participation of Turkish
researchers, institutions, and companies in international
research, development, and innovation projects.

The main objectives of such a support system are
primarily to:

° promote Tiirkiye’s participation in multilateral and
bilateral research programmes, particularly within the EU
framework programmes;

° strengthen institutional research capacity and foster
the international mobility of national researchers;

° facilitate technology transfer and the dissemination
of innovations on a cross-border scale;

° increase the international visibility of Turkish
research results and enhance strategic science diplomacy;

° support the establishment of sustainable

partnerships with international stakeholders in the field of
research and innovation.

Under this support system, the main measures include: 1)
the ERC principal investigator development programme; 2) a
reward for participation in the Programme COST Action; 3) a
reward for reaching the established evaluation threshold of a
project proposal; 4) support for project proposals under the
MSCA component in the form of pre-evaluation support; 5)
support for project coordinator organisations; 6) coverage of
travel expenses; 7) coverage of travel expenses for researchers
residing abroad; 8) support for membership in research
networks.

Let us focus in more detail on those initiatives that directly
help Turkish applicants come as close as possible to a successful
level of participation in the Programme’s calls, both in general
and within specific thematic areas and components.

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The EBAG Programme is implemented through a
stepwise application process that combines eligibility screening
with modular support tailored to different stages of the ERC
application cycle. At its core lies the requirement for all potential
beneficiaries to undergo a general application stage, which is a
mandatory condition for accessing various targeted support
measures. Upon approval at this initial stage, researchers
become eligible to participate in three specific sub-programmes,
each corresponding to a critical stage of the application process
under the given programme component.

The first component of support is aimed at improving the
quality and competitiveness of project proposals for
participation in ERC calls by providing professional training
delivered by experienced specialists, including consulting firms
and universities with substantial grant and expert experience.
The training is designed to enhance applicants’ understanding of
ERC standards and strengthen their capacity to prepare high-
quality project proposals.

The second component of the initiative focuses on
improving the substantive quality of proposals through thorough
pre-evaluation by experts. This process, carried out prior to the
official submission of proposals to the ERC, enables researchers
to receive well-founded feedback and recommendations from
qualified professionals.

For applicants who advance to the interview stage of the
ERC selection process, TUBITAK provides special support in

2. To recognise the efforts and scientific excellence
achieved by Turkish researchers participating in highly
competitive international funding programmes, where project
proposals ultimately do not receive funding, TUBITAK
introduced a special motivational instrument — the Above-
Threshold Award. This initiative is specifically designed for
project proposals submitted under EU research and innovation
programmes that have reached or even exceeded the evaluation
threshold set by authorised representatives of the European
Commission but, due to the high level of competition, were not
selected for funding because of budgetary or other Programme
limitations.

3. The scheme supporting Turkish researchers through the
pre-evaluation of project proposals under such MSCA actions as
Postdoctoral Fellowships (PF) and the COFUND programme is
aimed at increasing the number and improving the quality of
applications prepared and submitted by researchers together
with host institutions from Tiirkiye.

The pre-evaluation mechanisms are designed to assist
researchers in refining their proposals prior to official
submission. The core of this support consists of expert review,
editorial, and advisory services provided by qualified
professionals or consulting companies with experience in

The initiative includes the following support components:
assistance with organising travel, training, project preparation
support, and the provision of pre-evaluation of project proposals
with detailed comments and recommendations for improving
their substantive content. Each of these components is designed
to address specific tasks at different stages of the coordination
process, from building a consortium to finalising the project
proposal. Support is provided on the basis of a preliminary
selection of projects that meet the quality criteria established by
TUBITAK.

5. The travel support instrument is designed to enhance
the participation of Turkish researchers in EU framework
programmes by financing their involvement in key events for
developing project ideas and establishing contacts with potential
partners. Beneficiaries of such support include individuals
working in academic institutions, the public sector, or private
enterprises in Tiirkiye.

Following the United Kingdom’s withdrawal from the
EU, the Trade and Cooperation Agreement, signed in December
2020, included provisions on the association of the United
Kingdom with certain EU programmes, in particular with the
Horizon Europe. However, formal association was delayed due
to political disagreements, including the provisions of the
Protocol on Ireland/Northern Ireland. On September 7, 2023, the
UK Government and the European Commission reached an
agreement on the United Kingdom’s participation in the Horizon
Europe Programme and the Copernicus Earth observation

The overall policy framework for the United Kingdom’s
international research and innovation cooperation is shaped by
the Department for Science, Innovation and Technology (DSIT)
of the Government, which is responsible for establishing and
funding the NCP network, as well as monitoring its performance
against established efficiency indicators. The NCP network is
mandated by the UK Government to ensure the effective
dissemination of support related to the Programme, available to
all categories of potential applicants, including research
institutions, higher education establishments, industry
representatives (including SMEs), public authorities, and civil
society organisations.

The coordinating functions of the UK NCP network are
carried out by UK Research and Innovation (UKRI), which
supports the network’s activities through its institutional
subdivisions, including Innovate UK and the UK Research
Office (UKRO), with more detailed information about these
bodies provided later in this subsection of the analytical report.

The structure and functional responsibilities of the
network follow the European Commission’s guiding principles
for NCPs, ensuring coherence and compliance with EU
standards, while at the same time reflecting specific features of
administrative organisation. The UK NCP network serves as an
example of a strategically decentralised yet functionally
coordinated advisory model, adapted to the complex architecture

of the Programme.

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Thus, the NCP network consists of 24 specialists who
operate on the principle of structural and thematic distribution,
providing both horizontal (cross-sectoral) and vertical (thematic
or cluster-based) support. This model expands access to
qualified advice and expertise for a broad range of stakeholders,
including representatives of academic and industrial structures,
civil society organisations, and public authorities.

By functional orientation, the UK NCP network can be
broadly divided into two main groups:

1) NCPs providing cross-cutting support, which covers
advice on general legal, financial, and procedural issues
applicable to all participants of the Programme;

2) NCPs providing cluster-based or thematic support,
which includes advisory functions related to the specifics of
individual clusters and programme areas.

Each NCP has a thematic designation aligned with the
Programme’s structure and possesses expertise in specific
Programme components, including, but not limited to, the
following:

° identifying and analysing funding opportunities
within the Programme’s work programmes;

° advising on consortium building and international
partner search;

° providing technical and methodological support for
the preparation and submission of project proposals;

A review of the
information available on the official UKRI website has made it
possible to classify the network’s outreach activities into the
following types:

1) national and regional information days dedicated to
upcoming Programme’s calls;

2) newsletters (in the form of bulletins or news digests)
covering current funding opportunities, their specific features, as
well as updates on changes in funding and the administration of
grant schemes;

3) webinars, seminars, and workshops aimed at enhancing
knowledge, dedicated to proposal development, evaluation
criteria, and assessment procedures;

At the same time, the UK NCPs cooperate with the
Innovate UK Horizon Europe Hub, which centrally provides
updates on opportunities for national and international grant
funding. The Hub also disseminates information on success
stories and networking opportunities to stimulate cross-border
collaboration.

Among the key best practices in the functioning of the UK
NCP network is the organisation and implementation of targeted
interactive capacity-building events that provide practical
guidance on project proposal development. These initiatives go
beyond the dissemination of general information about the
Programme, as they offer comprehensive training formats
combining the exchange of professional knowledge, practical
case studies of participation in calls, and the opportunity to
interact directly with experts who evaluate project proposals.
The aim of such events is to equip researchers, businesses, and
innovation actors with the knowledge and practical tools needed
to transform innovative project concepts into high-quality and
competitive proposals that meet the Programme’s call
requirements.

Participation in such practice-oriented training sessions
enables UK researchers and organisations to familiarise
themselves with and interpret the text of the call, understand the
structure and obligations within a consortium, and prepare Parts
A and B of the proposal, covering the administrative forms and
the descriptive section of the project, respectively.

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As noted earlier, the UK NCPs operate within two
structural units of UKRI, which characterises the administrative
organisation of the network as semi-centralised.

The main unit of UKRI hosting the majority of NCPs is
Innovate UK. Innovate UK is a non-departmental public body
funded by the UK Government through UKRI. It performs the
functions of the agency responsible for supporting innovation
and coordinating national and international initiatives in the field
of innovation, including participation in the Programme’s calls.
The agency operates through two main mechanisms related to
the Programme: Innovate UK Business Connect and Innovate
UK Business Growth.

Innovate UK Business Connect, formerly known as the
Knowledge Transfer Network (KTN), acts as the central
thematic and networking hub. By providing support and advice,
it facilitates the engagement of UK companies in the
Programme’s funding schemes and other initiatives, while also
helping them establish contacts with European partners. Among
the key services provided by the agency’s experts are:

1) providing relevant information on current calls,
priorities, and changes in the UK’s association status under the
Programme;

2) facilitating access to international networks, enabling
consultations with thematic experts, and supporting the
establishment of links with potential partners from all EU
Member States and associated countries;

3) organising and conducting thematic events, webinars,
and brokerage events that provide organisations with practical
guidance for addressing complex funding issues under the
Programme and for creating consortia.

Thus, Innovate UK Business Connect offers a
comprehensive set of grant support services aimed at facilitating
successful participation in the Programme. These services are
designed to assist applicants at every critical stage of the funding
process — from verifying the compliance of project proposals
with established criteria and building strong international
consortia to navigating the complex legal and financial
requirements of implementing a research and/or innovation
project. This support is underpinned by the provision of
individual consultations on eligibility assessment, assistance in
establishing partnerships with European strategic partners, and
guidance in addressing legal and financial issues arising during
project implementation. In addition, practical assistance is
provided in using the EU Funding and Tenders Portal. It is worth
noting that the platform on which the agency operates also
facilitates access to other opportunities for European
cooperation, such as the COST initiative, EU Partnerships, and
EU Missions, thereby strengthening the country’s transnational
cooperation and aligning its national priorities with those of the
EU. In the context of promoting participation in brokerage
events, the agency provides additional support to UK
organisations in key technological sectors such as hydrogen
energy, battery manufacturing innovation, and smart
manufacturing technologies, ensuring direct engagement with
partners from EU Member States.

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The services of the institution’s specialists are available to
all categories of stakeholders, including representatives of
academia, SMEs, large industry, and the public sector. The
inclusive structure and thematic focus of the services ensure that
both experienced organisations and newcomers can acquire
competencies and identify suitable funding opportunities offered
by the Programme.

Innovate UK Business Growth complements the overall
strategy of the United Kingdom’s cooperation in the field of EU
grant funding, focusing specifically on supporting SMEs. The
services are provided through a network of consultants who
assist companies in finding appropriate grant programmes,
establishing contacts with potential partners, and receiving
advice on the specifics of project proposal preparation.

UKRO, as a UKRI office specifically established in
Brussels, provides NCP services within the following
Programme components:

° European Research Council (ERC);

° Marie Sktodowska-Curie Actions (MSCA);

° Widening participation and strengthening the
European Research Area (WIDERA);

° New European Bauhaus (NEB).

access to professional advice, wuseful resources, and
recommendations, including:

within the framework of the Programme.

Alongside this, UKRO provides research managers with
individual consultations, up-to-date information on funding
under the Programme, and access to specialised training
activities (master classes, webinars, and focus groups). These
services are aimed at improving understanding and encouraging
greater institutional engagement in EU research and innovation
programmes.

In the context of enhancing the United Kingdom’s
participation in the Programme, UKRO announced a review of
its service provision approach for the period 2025-2026. The
changes are intended to ensure more accessible services and
strengthen engagement with UK research and innovation
stakeholders. As of April 1, 2025, UKRO discontinued the
above-mentioned subscription model. In other words, full access
to UKRO’s resources and services is now offered free of charge,
reflecting a strategic commitment to maximising the United

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In addition to changing its policy on service access,
UKRO has also adapted the structure and method of service
delivery:

° the previous model of appointing dedicated
European integration advisers for individual organisations will
be discontinued; requests for consultations are now processed
collectively ~ through the central UKRO  mailbox
(ukro@ukro.ac.uk), thereby creating a more flexible and team-
based system for responding to queries;

° individual support for stakeholders will continue in
the form of regular regional visits rather than specific annual
visits to individual organisations; this change aims to enhance
the effectiveness of outreach activities while maintaining
opportunities for direct engagement with stakeholders;

° although the UKRO team will be based primarily in
the United Kingdom, regular engagement with stakeholders
located in Brussels will be maintained to ensure continuous
interaction with European institutions and networks.

Undoubtedly, the established NCP network serves as the
main mechanism for disseminating information about the
Programme, providing relevant advisory services, and
supporting applicants at the national level. At the same time, to
address needs that go beyond the capacities of the NCPs, a multi-
level system of regional support has been created in the United
Kingdom, concentrated within the devolved administrations —
Scotland, Wales, and Northern Ireland — responding to the need
to balance innovation potential and research performance
outside the so-called «golden university triangley.

In Scotland, for example, the Scottish Enterprise agency
serves as a resource platform for accessing information,
guidance, and capacity-building opportunities related to the
Programme’s initiatives. Its specialists provide individual
support to potential applicants, primarily — representatives of the
non-academic sector, 1.e. business, and also disseminate relevant
information on Programme’s opportunities through a mailing
system. The agency facilitates engagement with the Programme
by offering a dedicated enquiry form designed to support
businesses interested in accessing European funding
opportunities. Through this service, potential applicants can
easily receive tailored advice and recommendations regarding
Programme funding. The enquiry form collects key data such as
applicant contact information, business profile, and project idea,
which allows the support to be adapted to the specific needs of
the business or proposed initiative.

In Wales, prior to the country’s withdrawal from the EU,
the Welsh European Funding Office (WEFO) was responsible
for administering and overseeing the Union’s structural and
investment funds. Currently, support for participation in the
Programme is provided by a dedicated Research and Innovation
division within the Welsh Government. The Welsh Government
offers targeted support for Programme participation through the
special initiative “Agile Cymru”, which provides grant support
and practical assistance aimed at increasing the number of

applications submitted by Welsh organisations, as well as
improving their substantive quality. The programme is designed
to foster deeper partnerships between local research
organisations, universities, and businesses with European
research network participants, to align with Welsh policy
priorities, and to strengthen their capacity to secure and
coordinate substantial European grant resources.

An integral part of Northern Ireland’s research and
innovation ecosystem 1is the specially established ‘local” NCP
network (Northern Ireland Contact Point, NICP), which operates
under the direct management of the Department for the
Economy (DfE), an autonomous public authority responsible for
economic development, vocational training, and higher
education in the region.

The NICP was established to provide individual support
at the regional level, complementing the nationwide NCP
network. Therefore, the NICP serves as a resource available to
all potential applicants from Northern Ireland who are interested
in accessing the Programme’s funding for the implementation of
research and innovation ideas. The NICP experts (11 specialists
in total, 2 of whom are responsible for consulting and engaging
representatives of the industrial sector in the Programme)
provide support in the following forms:

throughout the proposal submission process.

The NICP organises regular events (both online and
offline), dedicated, inter alia, to proposal writing for calls under
thematic clusters within Pillar II, information days on
programme components (including initiatives in the fields of
artificial intelligence and biotechnology), as well as various
activities such as_Horizon Europe Roadshow presentations.

The practice of publishing quarterly newsletters is fairly
widespread, containing up-to-date analytical data on the level of
the Programme’s project funding in Northern Ireland, thematic
studies, and information about successful participation in
projects. In addition, the newsletters serve as a centralised source
of information on open calls, upcoming events, and practical
funding opportunities, including fellowships and schemes for
implementing collaborative projects.

The participation of Northern Irish organisations in the
Programme is significantly strengthened by the availability of
targeted financial support and tax incentives aimed at
encouraging research and innovation activities among local
businesses.

primary economic development agency, provides direct
financial support to enterprises seeking to develop high-quality
applications for funding under the Programme. The objective of
this support is to reduce financial and administrative barriers
(primarily for SMEs and knowledge-intensive companies) that
often accompany the preparation of proposals for large-scale
European research and innovation initiatives. In addition to
direct funding, Northern Irish companies may benefit from
substantial tax incentives. Since Programme funds are not
classified as notified state aid, SMEs operating as limited
liability companies are entitled to claim R&D Tax Relief from
His Majesty’s Revenue and Customs (HMRC), which allows
them to receive an enhanced relief of 230% on eligible research
and development expenditure. Larger companies or those not
eligible for SME relief may instead apply for the Research and
Development Expenditure Credit (RDEC), which provides a
13% tax credit on qualifying costs.

range of fields including health, climate change and digital
technologies. This participation was made possible through co-
funding mechanisms such as the New Frontiers in Research
Fund (NFRF) which supported Canadian institutions in
cooperation with European partners.

Canada’s involvement in Horizon 2020 has been a
steppingstone in the development of EU-Canada research and
innovation cooperation. In July 2024, Canada received the
Associated status to the Programme Pillar Il that granted
Canadian researchers and institutions access to the EU funding
and the opportunity to coordinate consortia addressing global
challenges. On March 19, 2025, Canada convened the first Joint
Committee Meeting (JCM) in association with Pillar II. Co-

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Commission, the meeting focused on reviewing the progress in
the Programme implementation and identifying priorities for
future cooperation in research and innovation.

Although Canada’s association initially covered the
Program Pillar II, funding opportunities for the participation of
organizations in Pillars I and III remain available as the Horizon
Dashboard shows. For instance, Canadian researchers are
eligible to apply for European Research Council (ERC) grants
with the aim of establishing research groups in Europe, as well
as to participate in flagship Programme initiative “Marie
Sktodowska-Curie Actions” (MSCA).

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mentioned above, Innovation, Science and Economic
Development Canada (ISED) provides overall network
coordination, ensures the alignment of research and innovation
policy and maintains strategic relations with the European
Commission. Each cluster under the Programme’s Pillar II is
represented by an NCP with experts from sector-specific
institutions who are responsible for the respective cluster and
have an expertise in the thematic area.

Unlike the unitary model which envisages establishing a
single body to concentrate all National Contact Points (NCPs)
across thematic areas, the functional responsibilities of the
Canadian network are distributed among several government
departments and agencies responsible for a specific cluster
correlated with the thematic areas of the Programme Pillar II.

For instance, the National Research Council Canada
(NRC) plays an active role in several clusters: Health (Cluster
1), Civil Security for Society (Cluster 3), Digital, Industry and
Space (Cluster 4), and Climate, Energy and Mobility (Cluster 5).
Representatives of the Data Analysis and Geomatics Division
within the Employment and Social Development Canada
(ESDC) provide advisory services within Cluster 2 “Culture,
Creativity and Inclusive Society”. The Environment and Climate
Change Canada (ECCC), the Fisheries and Oceans Canada
(DFO), and the Agriculture and Agri-Food Canada (AAFC)
jointly support the thematic areas of Clusters 5 and 6. In
addition, the Canadian Space Agency (CSA) and Transport
Canada (TC) are responsible for advisory functions within their
respective thematic areas.

The network embraces at least seven federal departments
and agencies ensuring horizontal coordination of government
institutions. The total number of persons performing NCP
functions within the Programme amounts to 17. Some experts
assume simultaneously several NCP responsibilities across
multiple clusters.

The largest share of NCP experts is concentrated within
the National Research Council Canada (NRC). Its
representatives are engaged in four out of six clusters,
highlighting the central role of this body in Canada’s
international research activities. The highest number of
nominated NCP experts (five each) is assigned to clusters related
to environmental sustainability and the bioeconomy.

Based on the analysis of empirical data on the network’s
activities, the Canadian NCPs fulfil several functions:

° information and advice services on calls for
proposals, application rules, and funding opportunities under the
Programme;

° assistance in partner searches to support the
consortia building in line with the Programme’s requirements;
° guidance on administrative procedures and project

application processes;

Although Canada, as an associated country, joined the
Programme relatively recently, the NCP network demonstrated
a proactive and strategically coordinated approach to promote
the participation of organisations in Programme calls.

The approach applied to the effective organisation of
information and awareness-raising activities involves the
engagement of the European Commission experts and NCP
network projects (for instance, one such network initiative is the
transnational cooperation project “Horizon Academy”).

In particular, as part of activities to strengthen institutional
cooperation between Canada and the European Commission,
were held a series of information seminars for business
representatives and academic institutions on EU research and
innovation opportunities funded directly by the Programme’s
grant mechanisms (Explore Horizon Europe: Info Sessions
Across Western Canada; dated on March 10, 12, and 14, 2025).
Participants received practical guidance on different aspects of
participation in the Programme, in particular:

° strategies for partner search and consortium
formation;

° eligibility conditions and legal aspects of
participation related to Canadian organisations;

° guidance on proposal preparation and evaluation
criteria;

° financial rules, budgeting, and eligibility of costs;

In addition, the sessions included presentations of
Canadian researchers and project coordinators with relevant
practical experience in the Programme who shared their success
stories, common tips and tricks, and advice on participation in
the calls. The format of such events remains highly attractive as
it aims not only to inform Canadian organizations about the
Programme opportunities within the Pillar I but also to
demonstrate practical approaches for their integration into
European partnerships (consortia).

An important and strategic dimension of the Canadian
NCPs’ activities is their readiness to strengthen partnerships
with respective networks and stakeholders across the European
Research Area. To attain this goal, target initiatives and thematic
brokerage events are actively organised and supported. These
instruments are launched to facilitate direct dialogue, mutual
understanding, and joint project preparation of Canadian and
European researchers and innovators.

Among the recent examples illustrating the strategic role
of networking and partner-search platforms in facilitating
Canada’s participation in the Programme’s calls, it is worth
mentioning the initiatives focused on the thematic areas of
Clusters 4 and 5. The first such event, “Connexion Canada:

Online Matchmaking/Brokerage Event”, was organised by the
Canadian Trade Commissioner Service in Spain and took place
in May 2025. It became a dynamic forum to foster contacts
between Canadian and European stakeholders, particularly from
Spain, interested in Cluster 4 topics such as artificial
intelligence, secure data infrastructure, digital emerging
technologies, and human-centered innovation. European
participants were informed about Canada’s digital ecosystem
and particularities of its association status, while Canadian
participants received a bulk of information from European
experts that helped them to better understand the strategic
dimensions of proposal writing and partner search.

The second initiative, a virtual networking event
organized jointly by the Embassies of Canada in the Baltic States
and the Embassy of Lithuania in Canada, with the involvement
of the National Contact Points of Lithuania, Latvia, Estonia, and
ISED, was held on May 29, 2025. This meeting was the first of
a kind aimed specifically at strengthening transnational
partnerships between Canada and the Baltic region. It focused
on thematic areas at the intersection of Clusters 4 and 5 including
smart mobility, renewable energy, robotics, photonics, and space
technologies. In particular, the format of event encouraged
participants to present project ideas compatible with specific
calls of Work Programme 2025, thereby promoting strategic
coherence and improving the visibility of Canadian research and
innovation capacities.

Such initiatives underline the important role Canadian

The
implication of NCPs in network and brokerage activities
contributes to: better visibility of Canadian research
organizations within the European innovation landscape;
targeted support for the creation of competitive consortia that
meet Programme’s requirements (particularly with regard to the
inclusion of non-academic stakeholders); strengthening bilateral
and multilateral relations with EU Member States and
Associated  Countries; and  supporting the  practical
implementation of Canada’s Programme strategy by ensuring
access to thematic clusters through collaboration tools in real
time.

As invited speakers Canadian NCPs are also actively
involved in practical workshops and training sessions on the
project proposal preparation. As a result of such events, national
stakeholders receive expert advice on the Programme’s
structure, navigation in thematic work programmes, strategies
for consortium building and proposal writing techniques.

Although Canada is associated with the Programme
exclusively within the thematic clusters of Pillar II, the
government has set up special support mechanisms that enable
Canadian research institutions, universities, and innovative
enterprises to participate in the Programme on equal terms with
European partners. These instruments are coordination policy
measures, institutional support, and targeted funding schemes
designed to reduce barriers in access to the Programme’s grant

For instance, the Social
Sciences and Humanities Research Council of Canada (SSHRC)
encourages Canadian researchers’ participation in the
Programme through its Destination Horizon Grants initiative.
This joint initiative allows Canadian researchers in the social
sciences and humanities to get funding for preparing project
applications to the calls under the Programme’s Pillar II.
Applicants may receive grants for up to CAD 15,000 per project.
These funds are not intended to finance the direct
implementation of research but rather to create conditions
necessary for successful international collaboration and project
proposal writing.

The key objectives of this funding scheme are:

1) strengthening application capacity for participation
in the Programme — the funding supports activities that improve
researchers’ understanding of Programme’s rules, evaluation
criteria,  consortium-building  practices, and proposal
preparation. These include opportunities to take part in
Programme’s information days, webinars, proposal writing
camps, and internal institutional coordination meetings.

2) developing strategic partnerships and networks — the
initiative encourages Canadian researchers to establish or
deepen contacts with relevant European partners who could
become consortium members. The funding may cover travel
expenses, costs of online meetings and network activities aimed

In conclusion, Destination Horizon projects funded by
SSHRC are not research grants per se but are rather support
instruments aimed at strengthening researchers and institutions
capacities to participate in European research and innovation
programmes. Such initiatives are particularly helpful for
institutions with little previous experience in the Programme, as
well as for those seeking to expand their presence in European
consortia.

In addition, national research organisations
participated in FP7 or ERA-NET pilot initiatives. As of 2009,
17 Armenian research organisations have successfully applied
for and received EU funding of €690,000, particularly within the
calls for proposals in the areas of international cooperation,
information and communication technologies, and the MSCA
flagship programme. For instance, Armenia has been actively
involved in initiatives such as the INARMERA-ICT project
which aims to integrate Armenia into the ERA.

Since joining the Programme on February 11, 2022,
Armenia has been gradually developing a comprehensive NCP
network that complies with best European practices.

The Higher Education and Science Committee (HESC) is
the national coordination center of the Armenian NCP network
established in 2017 to shape the overall strategy seeking to
strengthen the country’s participation in R&D, optimise
interaction between NCPs, and support cooperation with
European Commission services and strategic partners. The
HESC oversees and monitors the NCP network activities, in
particular, by developing and setting up key performance
indicators to measure the level of professional services i.e.
dissemination of information, consultancy in the selection of
relevant calls, support in the preparation of proposals,
organisation of training courses and information days.

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The national Programme coordination body in Armenia is
the Scientific and Innovation Partnership Assistance Centre
(SIPAC) which operates under the leadership of HESC. This is
a public non-profit organisation established to foster the
participation of Armenian stakeholders in European research
and innovation programmes. In terms of organisation and legal
status, SIPAC functions as a public organisation funded by the
state with a task to facilitate Armenia’s integration into the
European Research Area (ERA). The SIPAC acts on the basis of
institutional autonomy within the strategic frames set by the
Armenian public research policy. The SIPAC’s main functions
are centered on methodologic, strategic and operational support
of stakeholders in the field of research and innovation in
Armenia, including universities, research centers, SMEs and
individual researchers. The Centre enables raising awareness,
capacity-building and training activities related to the
Programme’s calls.

The SIPAC offers consultancy and support services with
a view to strengthen the participation and competitiveness of
Armenian research institutions and organisations in receiving
national and international grants within the framework of the
Programme. Thus, the institutionalisation and increasing the
participation of national stakeholders are carried out by the
Centre which provides services:

4) provide support for the project proposals design:
consult on the writing/revision of project documentation, inform
about the project documentation requirements,
recommendations on refining the technical and scientific
descriptions of research and/or innovation projects in order to
improve their clarity, relevance and consistency with call
funding requirements;

The Republic of Armenia established a decentralised
organisation model of the NCP network functioning. Under this
scheme, the NCP powers are distributed among several
representatives of institutions nominated depending on their
experience, professional knowledge and competences in the
relevant subject area. Such a distribution of powers improves
thematic competence and ensures the specialised advice and
quality of support to national stakeholders who take part in calls
under the Programme. Strategically located in academic
institutions, research centers and government agencies, the
NCPs operate autonomously in their thematic areas while
aligning their activities with the overall objectives and
components defined by the Programme.

In particular, a total of 18 experts are involved in fulfilling
the NCP functions within the framework of the Programme. The
biggest number of specialists (four experts) work on the thematic
Cluster “Food, bioeconomy, natural resources, agriculture and
the environment” which illustrate institutional or strategic
priority of the sector for the state. Apart from that, three experts
work on the Cluster “Health” laying emphasis on the strategic
importance of the sector for national participation. Other key
thematic priorities such as MSCA initiative, Research
Infrastructures, Digital, Industry and Space, the European
Institute of Innovation and Technology (EIT) and the Joint
Research Centre (JRC) are represented by two experts that show
balanced yet limited distribution of resources between these
components. In contrast, some programme parts, for instance,
the European Research Council (ERC), Civil Security for
Society, Widening Participation, the European Research Area
(ERA), as well as EU Missions are represented by only one
expert. On the one hand, such an organisation of work proves
the availability of highly specialised knowledge, but on the other
hand, it points to potential weaknesses as the absence or
overload of particular experts may represent the risks to the
continuity and capacity of advisory services.

The main functions and services offered by the NCP
include a number of important tasks aimed at improving the
quality, efficiency and success of participation for potential

More specifically the SIPAC actively cooperates with the
European Commission in coordinating special proposal writing
camps. The main goal of this type of training is to support
applicants in preparing highly competitive, strategically oriented
proposals that meet the requirements of future calls under the
Programme.

The initiative contributes to achieving the European
Commission’s global goals to improve the effectiveness of
research and innovation action in the Member States and
associated countries. Such camps usually last several days with
a rather intense and hectic schedule. Between key tasks are:

- deepen participants’ understanding of the
Programme structure, proposals evaluation criteria and
requirements for successful applications;

- familiarise participants with the methodology of
writing high-quality applications that meet the Programme’s
conditions;

- provide individual guidance on how to solve
effectively administrative, financial and legal issues to fulfill the
Programme requirements and criteria;

- facilitate  networking  between  researchers,
innovators, entrepreneurs and industry representatives to
encourage building multidisciplinary and cross-sectoral
consortia.

Thus, over the last three years the European Commission
in cooperation with the SIPAC has organised a series of events
with a view to support and guide potential Armenian participants
on proposals preparation and submission within the
Programme’s calls. As an illustration, it is worth mentioning the
event organised in May 2025. It included two integrated but
different in formats trainings: a three-day training course on
writing project proposals and individual consultations with
European Commission experts.

First of all, the aim of the proposal writing camp was to
equip participants, including entrepreneurs, innovators, PhD
candidates and experienced researchers, with the skills to
prepare high-quality, competitive proposals tailored to the calls
planned within the thematic Work Programmes for 2025. At the
same time, experts provided individual consultations on specific
issues regarding the preparation of applications. The event
started with an informative overview of the current funding
instruments offered by the Programme general design and the
Work Programme 2025, followed by an interactive session on
navigating the Funding and Tenders Portal to find relevant calls.
Special attention was paid to the evaluation process and
methodology applied by the Programme experts. Practical
workshops were structured around explaining and interpreting
specific requests and topics to strengthen skills in clearly
articulating project benefits, expected results and effective
implementation strategies. Participants studied in detail the
proposal structure (including comprehensive budget planning)
and gained empirical experience in writing each section of the
application. More specifically it was also focused on such cross-
