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1. INTRODUCTION

Horizon Europe Office in Ukraine (hereinafter referred to as the
Office, HEOinUA) is an ambitious project under the Horizon
Europe research and innovation Programme (HEOinUA-
101132682, HORIZON-EURATOM-2023-UKRAINE-IBA), a
structural unit of the National Research Foundation of Ukraine
(hereinafter referred to as the NRFU), the Coordination Centre of
the National Contact Point Network (hereinafter referred to as the
NCP), nominated by the Order of the Ministry of Education and
Science of Ukraine (hereinafter referred to as the MESU) dated
28/03/2024 No. 410.

Since the establishment of the Office in Ukraine, one of its core
objectives has been to systematically and consistently provide the
Ukrainian research and innovation (R&I) community with up-to-
date, accurate, and comprehensive information on opportunities
under the EU Framework Programme for Research and Innovation
«Horizon Europe» (hereinafter referred to as the Programme).
Ensuring access to such information, along with clear, user-friendly
guidance on how to participate in the Programme’s calls and
navigate the Programme's procedures, are viewed as a critical
instrument for maximising Ukraine’s involvement in the Programme
and enhancing the country’s integration into the European Research
Area (hereinafter referred to as ERA).

In the context of the ongoing full-scale military aggression by the
russian federation against Ukraine, communication has taken on a
new level of importance and urgency. Effective, timely, and targeted
outreach to all stakeholders — including individual researchers,
research-performing organisations, innovators, small and medium-
sized enterprises (SMEs), public authorities, civil society

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organisations, and the general public — is not only crucial for
maintaining Ukraine’s presence in the European research and
innovation landscape but also for enabling resilience and continuity
within the national R&I system. It plays a key role in promoting
European values, transparency, and international cooperation at a
time of heightened uncertainty.

HEOinUA’s communication activities are strategically aligned
with broader national and European objectives, serving as a
fundamental element of Ukraine’s pathway to full participation in
European research and innovation initiatives. These communication
efforts aim not only to raise awareness but also to empower and
mobilise stakeholders across all sectors. By actively engaging key
target groups — from university staff and researchers to
entrepreneurs, local authorities, and NGOs — the Office helps create
a knowledgeable, confident, and proactive R&I ecosystem that can
fully benefit from Programme’s tools, partnerships, and
opportunities.

To this end, the Office has developed and implemented a wide-
ranging communication and dissemination strategy that combines
high-quality content, multi-channel delivery, and strong
collaboration with partners. The Office conducts both online and
hybrid events, provides policy-relevant analytical materials,
develops content for digital platforms, and supports stakeholder
capacity-building through training and advisory services. Its
communication activities are designed to be inclusive, accessible,
and responsive to the evolving needs of the Ukrainian R&I
community.

This report provides an in-depth overview of the first 10
communication events organised by the Office during the first 22
months of the project. It includes a detailed description of

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2. CONCEPT DEVELOPMENT

In line with the provisions of the Grant Agreement, the Office is
mandated to held a series of specifically-tailored information events
in both online and offline formats. These activities are implemented
in the form of conferences, seminars, webinars, Info Days, national-
level events supporting the R&I landscape, interviews, press
releases, press conferences, roundtables, and similar formats. The
project work plan foresees the implementation of 16 online and 4
offline events, (in Kyiv and other regions of Ukraine, presumably
one in the east and one in the west of the country).

The first public communication intervention by the Office took
place online on 10 November 2023. It was delivered during a
dedicated workshop organised by the National University of
Pharmacy (Kharkiv) to mark the World Science Day for Peace and
Development. This event served as an important starting point for
raising awareness about the Office’s mandate and the strategic role
of the Programme in supporting Ukraine’s integration into the ERA.
Since then, a growing number of communication actions have been
carried out by the Office, either independently or in close
cooperation with strategic partners and key stakeholders. A full
overview of the activities implemented during the 18 months of the
project has been included in the periodic report submitted to the
European Commission under the HEOinUA project.

Immediately following the establishment of the Office,
structured consultations with national stakeholders were conducted
to gain a comprehensive understanding of the existing awareness
levels regarding the Horizon Europe Programme. These
consultations aimed to gather feedback on the specific needs of the
Ukrainian R&I community, identify common barriers to
participation, and determine the most effective methods for

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delivering relevant information to prospective applicants.
Stakeholders included academic institutions, research organisations,
SMEs, governmental bodies, and civil society actors.

Based on the insights gained during these meetings, it was
concluded that hybrid event formats — combining in-person
interaction with virtual participation — represent the most effective
communication approach under the current conditions. This model
offers multiple advantages: it enhances accessibility, reduces
logistical and financial barriers, allows for broad geographical reach,
and ensures flexibility in responding to the evolving security situation
in Ukraine. As such, hybrid communication formats have been
adopted as a core component of the Office’s outreach methodology
and are actively contributing to its mission of building an informed,
capable, and resilient R&I community in Ukraine.

Considering the generally limited awareness within the Ukrainian
research and innovation community regarding the full range of
national and EU-level grant programmes supporting research and
innovation, the Office has placed strong emphasis on building
synergies with key stakeholders during the implementation of its
communication events.

To ensure the effectiveness and reach of events dedicated to raising
awareness about available grant opportunities for Ukrainian
participants, the Office also collaborated with representatives from
other relevant institutions and support structures. These include the
NRFU, the Ukrainian National Office of Intellectual Property and
Innovation (commonly referred to as the IP Office) and designated
national offices and national contact points from other EU-funded
initiatives and programmes.

These joint efforts have resulted in the participation of experts and
speakers representing Erasmus+, Euratom, EU4Health, Creative

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Europe, COST, EUREKA, and the EIT Community Hub in Ukraine,
among others. Their involvement has contributed to a comprehensive
and cross-cutting presentation of funding opportunities, practical
guidance, and strategic recommendations for potential applicants.

By integrating the perspectives and expertise of diverse EU
programmes and national institutions into communication events, the
Office has facilitated a more coordinated approach to awareness
raising and capacity building. This inter-institutional cooperation
reflects a best practice in fostering alignment, increasing visibility of
funding instruments, and enhancing the ability of Ukrainian
researchers, innovators, SMEs, governmental bodies and local
authorities to access and benefit from European grant programmes.

According to the Grant Agreement, during the project duration, the
number of information events should be at least 20, with 3 events
(including the launching event) planned for 2023. In 2023 the Office
organised by itself the Launch event. However, HEOinUA staff
actively participated in nine offline and nine online information
events (including meetings, webinars, and conferences) organised by
other stakeholders. During these events, the strong interest of
potential participants from various regions of Ukraine in holding such
events offline became evident.

In light of the above, the NRFU and the Office set an ambitious
goal to significantly increase the number of hybrid-format
communication events, all while operating within the budgetary
framework established by the Grant Agreement. Out of the ten
communication events originally planned under the Grant
Agreement, one was conducted fully online, while nine were
successfully implemented in hybrid format. Of these, five were held
in Kyiv, and four were hosted in various regions across Ukraine —
namely in Lutsk, Odesa, Uzhhorod, and Dnipro — ensuring both

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geographic diversity and enhanced regional accessibility.

Based on consultations with key stakeholders and an internal
needs assessment, it became evident that a dual-location strategy for
hybrid event delivery would yield optimal communication outreach
and engagement among potential Ukrainian participants.

The first approach involves the Office independently renting a
venue and convening a diverse group of participants from local
universities, research institutions, civil society organisations, and
local government bodies. This allows the Office to retain full control
over the event structure and logistics while facilitating broad-based,
cross-sectoral engagement.

The second approach is based on strategic co-hosting
arrangements with a university or research-performing organisation.
In such cases, the Office invites participants from multiple
institutions and sectors. Still, the involvement of the host institution’s
leadership and administrative staff results in greater institutional buy-
in and significantly higher participation from its own personnel. This
model also enhances visibility and local ownership of the initiative.

A total of four hybrid events were co-organised in partnership with
academic institutions in Dnipro, Kyiv, Lutsk, and Uzhhorod, while
five additional events were organised independently by the Office in
Kyiv and Odesa. Each event contributed to extending the Office’s
reach, diversifying participation, and reinforcing regional
inclusiveness.

A separate highlight was the official Launch event of the Office,
which due to the participation of high-level Ukrainian government
officials and foreign ambassadors, was held in the Club of the Cabinet
of Ministers of Ukraine under heightened security protocols.
Consequently, in-person attendance was limited to a restricted
number of pre-approved guests. Nonetheless, the event served as a

On 17 May 2024, the NRFU organised an information event in
a hybrid format at UNIT.City, Kyiv, the event gathered participants
from national authorities, European and international partners,
representatives of academia, research institutions, and civil society.

National Academy of Sciences, the German Research Foundation
(DFG), Science Europe, the COST Association, and the Dutch
Research Council (NWO) underscored the international
community’s solidarity with Ukraine and outlined joint initiatives
fostering collaborative research and institutional partnerships. A key
outcome was the signing of a Memorandum of Cooperation between
the EIT RIS Community in Ukraine and the NRFU.

A final panel explored synergies among EU programmes.
Representatives of the Ministry of Education and Science, Ministry

The event attracted broad participation from researchers, project
managers, and business representatives. It provided practical
guidance and legal-financial literacy to strengthen Ukrainian
applicants’ competitiveness in the Programme. The Office’s
presentations were particularly valued for translating complex
procedures into accessible advice.

The first session focused on the contribution of the Joint
Research Centre (JRC) to the Programme objectives. Presentations
highlighted practical opportunities for Ukrainian stakeholders to
engage with the JRC and explored the role of the New European
Bauhaus initiative in fostering inclusive, sustainable innovation
across disciplines and borders.

The second session examined institutional perspectives on ERA
integration. Discussions addressed the role of the National
Intellectual Property Office in fostering a supportive environment
for research and innovation, the functions and priorities of the
Office, and implementation experience with the Creative Europe
Programme. Sectoral success stories case studies — including a
Ukrainian-Swiss research collaboration in history and the successful
participation of the Centre of Public Health of the Ministry of Health
of Ukraine — illustrated both the benefits and operational challenges
of participation in international R&I cooperation.

The event concluded with a summary reaffirming the national
commitment to strengthening research capacity and deepening
international engagement. A dedicated networking session followed,
facilitating informal dialogue and partnership-building among
participants.

The information event significantly contributed to raising
awareness and strengthening the institutional capacity of Ukrainian
stakeholders involved in research and innovation. By focusing on
Ukraine’s integration into the ERA, the event provided participants
with up-to-date information on EU research frameworks, policy
alignment, and practical tools for engagement with Programme and
related programmes. The presentations helped clarify the structure
and function of key EU initiatives, such as the Joint Research Centre

The event opened with welcoming remarks from the NRFU
Executive Director and the Chair of the Council of Rectors, who
underlined the importance of regional engagement in international
research cooperation and fostering a competitive grant culture.

The first session provided an in-depth overview of the
Programme as the EU’s flagship programme for research and
innovation. The agenda included practical presentations on financial
and legal aspects of participation, thematic Missions and the New
European Bauhaus initiative, and a live tutorial on using the EU
Funding and Tenders Portal.

After a break, the second session introduced specific
opportunities for Ukrainian researchers. These included the ERC
and MSCA components, support for business participation, and key
information on NRFU national competitions and financial
documentation.

The event provided a comprehensive orientation for researchers
in Dnipropetrovsk region and beyond, strengthening their capacity
to access competitive grants. The combination of the Programme
and NRFU-specific content allowed participants to navigate both
systems effectively and align their project ambitions with European
priorities. The hybrid format also facilitated broad participation,
promoting inclusiveness and regional research empowerment. By
taking place in Dnipro, the event supported balanced regional
development and promoted greater territorial inclusivity in

On 13 March 2025, the NRFU in collaboration with the State
University «Kyiv Aviation Institute» (KAI), held a hybrid
information event aimed to strengthen awareness and practical
understanding of the Programme’s mechanisms among Ukrainian
researchers, academics, and institutional stakeholders.

The working session included detailed presentations from the
Office team. Speakers covered the architecture and logic of the
Programme as the EU’s flagship research and innovation
programme, as well as critical tools for effective participation —
from interpreting key legal and policy documents to mastering the
EU Funding & Tenders Portal. Special emphasis was placed on
enhancing the quality of project proposals, understanding current
open calls, and navigating thematic priorities.

The event significantly enhanced institutional and individual
preparedness for participation in the Programme’s calls.

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5. CONCLUSIONS

The first ten communication events were an important
milestone in the implementation of the HEOinUA project by the
Office. Thanks to the combination of educational, advisory and
practical components, as well as the active involvement of
