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INTRODUCTION

The Horizon Europe Office in Ukraine (hereinafter referred to
as the Office) was established within the framework of the
implementation of the European Union’s Framework Programme
for Research and Innovation Horizon Europe (HEOinUA-
101132682, HORIZON-EURATOM-2023-UKRAINE-IBA).
The Office operates as a structural unit of the National Research
Foundation of Ukraine (hereinafter referred to as the NRFU) and
serves as the Coordination Centre of the National Contact Points
(hereinafter referred to as NCP) Network, officially designated by
the Order of the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine
dated 28 March 2024, No. 410. Furthermore, the Leading Officers
of the Office are designated as NCP representatives of clusters,
components, and select aspects of the Horizon Europe
Programme, with the relevant information published on the EU
Funding & Tenders Portal (National Contact Points for Horizon

The primary goal of the Office is to provide support to the
Ukrainian research and innovation community, as well as to
interested parties, by providing up-to-date and reliable
information on opportunities under the Horizon Europe
Framework Programme (hereinafter referred to as the
Programme), as well as offering practical guidance on navigating
relevant calls and procedures.

In the context of the ongoing full-scale military aggression of
the Russian Federation against Ukraine, the training and
dimension activities of the Office has acquired critical
importance. It is aimed at maintaining Ukraine’s presence in the

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European Research Area (hereinafter referred to as ERA) and
strengthening the resilience of the national research and
innovation system. Through a strategic approach to informing key
target groups — including researchers, innovators, small and
medium-sized enterprises (hereinafter referred to as SMEzs),
public authorities, and civil society — the Office fosters the
development of an active, informed, and capable ecosystem. The
implementation of the Office’s activity strategy includes online,
offline, and hybrid events, content development, analytical
support, digital outreach, training activities, and consultancy
services. All activities are grounded in the principles of
accessibility, inclusiveness, and responsiveness to the needs of
Ukrainian stakeholders.

This report provides an in-depth overview of the first
10 training and dissemination events organised by the Office
during the first 23 months of the project. Therefore, the report
captures the essential role of the training and dissemination events
in achieving the objectives of the Office and strengthening the
Ukrainian presence in the European research and innovation
ecosystem.

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1. CONCEPT DEVELOPMENT

In accordance with the provisions of the Grant Agreement,
the Office should organise a series of specially designed
information and training events in both online and offline
formats. A total number of information and training events is 20,
of which 14 should be held online and 6 offline. These events
include conferences, workshops, webinars, Information Days,
roundtables, etc. In person events should be organised in Kyiv
and the regions of Ukraine, with at least one event in the eastern
and western parts of the country.

The first training and information event of the Office was
held on March 26, 2024 in Lviv in a hybrid format, combining
online broadcasting with the physical presence of participants.
This event was the starting point for raising awareness of the
Office’s activities, its goals, and the strategic role of the Horizon
Europe Programme in supporting Ukraine’s European
integration course in the field of research and innovation.
Starting from this event, the Office launched a systematic
implementation of activities aimed at informing, capacity
building, and cooperation, which were carried out both by the
Office itself and in close cooperation with key partners and
stakeholders. A full list of implemented activities was presented
in the official periodic report to the European Commission as
part of the HEOinUA project.

Immediately after the establishment of the Office,
consultations with national stakeholders were initiated to gain a
holistic view of the level of awareness of the Ukrainian research

Programme. These consultations gathered views on key needs,
barriers to participation, institutional context, and expectations
of potential applicants. The consultations involved
representatives of higher education institutions, research
institutions, SMEs, state authorities, local self-government, and
civil society.

The results of these consultations confirmed that the hybrid
format of events (a combination of physical participation and
online broadcasting) is the most effective in Ukraine. It provides
greater access for potential participants, overcomes
geographical, logistical and financial barriers, and allows for
flexibility in the face of a constantly changing security situation.
In this regard, the hybrid format has been enshrined as a key
element of the Office’s communication strategy, allowing for
wider reach and the formation of a sustainable, knowledgeable
and capable research and innovation community.

Given the general lack of awareness among Ukrainian
scientists, innovators and other stakeholders of the existing
national and European Research and Development (hereinafter
referred to as R&D) funding instruments, the Office paid
priority attention to establishing effective interaction with key
partners as part of its outreach activities. This helped to ensure
synergy of efforts, avoid duplication of functions, and increase
the effectiveness of communications.

To expand the reach and impact of its outreach activities, the
Office actively cooperated with other relevant institutions,

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including the Ukrainian National Office of Intellectual Property
and Innovation (hereinafter referred to as IP Office), as well as
representatives of national contact points of other EU
programmes. As a result of this cooperation, experts and
representatives of the Erasmus+, Euratom, EU4Health, Creative
Europe, COST, EUREKA, and EIT Community Hub in Ukraine
joined the information events. Their participation allowed to
provide a comprehensive, cross-sectoral presentation of
opportunities for participation in European programmes, to
provide practical advice and strategic guidance for potential
participants.

The integration of representatives of various EU programmes
and national structures into the Office’s activities has
contributed to better coordination of outreach and capacity
building in Ukraine. This approach is an example of effective
inter-institutional cooperation, which contributes to increasing
the visibility of available financial instruments, harmonising
strategies and expanding access to European opportunities for
Ukrainian scientists, innovators, entrepreneurs, civil servants
and local communities.

Considering these challenges and priorities, the NRFU and
the Office have set a common goal to significantly increase the
number of events in the hybrid format, while ensuring
compliance with the budgetary constraints set out in the Grant
Agreement. A total of 10 events were carried out in a hybrid
format, of which four took place in Kyiv and six in the regions
of Ukraine (Lviv — 2 times, Ivano-Frankivsk, Khmelnytskyi,
Mykolaiv, Pereiaslav). This ensured geographical diversity and
the ability to reach a wider audience across the country.

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Based on an internal needs analysis, the Office has identified
a two-approach strategy for organising events in a hybrid
format. The first approach involves the independent
organisation of the event with the rental of premises, technical
support and direct invitation of participants from the academic,
scientific, governmental, and public sectors. This approach
allows to maintain full control over the logistics, programme
and quality of the event. The second one is implemented through
co-organisation with universities or research institutions, which
allows to integrate the resource base of the host organisation,
increase the involvement of its employees and enhance the
effect of local recognition and engagement.

A total of five jointly organised events were held with
universities in Dnipro, Kyiv, Lutsk and Uzhhorod. Another five
events were organised directly by the Office in Kyiv and Odesa.
Each of these events contributed to strengthening the Office’s
presence at the regional level, expanding its outreach and
increasing inclusiveness in access to information about the
Horizon Europe Programme.

At the end of the event, Maksym Kolisnyk, Leading Officer of
Horizon Europe Office in Ukraine, presented a detailed overview of
business opportunities within the Horizon Europe Programme and
provided comprehensive information on the latest open calls for
proposals aimed at private sector participation and outlined the key
areas where Ukrainian businesses can contribute to high-
performance European consortia, in particular in areas that are in
line with EU strategic priorities, such as digital transformation,

In particular, the progress of the screening
procedure for the compliance of Ukrainian national legislation
with the EU law was presented.

The event, which was held in the format of a simulated session
of negotiations between Ukraine and the European Union, brought
together representatives of the European Commission, the
Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine, the National
Research Foundation of Ukraine, the Government Office for
Coordination of European and Euro-Atlantic Integration, the
National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine, specialised sectoral
academies, NGOs, and European experts.

In the second part of the event, the participants were also joined
by representatives of the network of National Contact Points of the
EU Framework Programme for Research and Innovation Horizon
Europe and Programme committees responsible for monitoring the
implementation of the Programme. Representatives of the EIT
Community RIS Hub in Ukraine and the Ukrainian National Office
of Intellectual Property and Innovation (IP Office) also joined the
event.

Olga Polotska, Executive Director of the National Foundation
of Ukraine, Hryhoriy Mozolevych, Director General of the
Directorate for Science Development of the Ministry of Education

experience. In addition, Katrien Rommens, Notoglou Policy
officer, Unit of Common Strategic Planning & Programming
Service (RTD.G.3), DG RTD, EC presented the information on
how the Horizon Europe work programmes are designed; the
development of Horizon Europe work programmes with a focus on
the opportunity of the 2025. Among other things, the EC
representative said a few words about the upcoming 10 Framework
Programme for Research and Innovation.

Holding a meeting of this format with the participation of the
parties involved in the process of integrating Ukrainian science and
innovation into a single research area is an extremely important
event. After all, coordinated actions and close cooperation of all
parties are a key driving force not only for the development of

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4. FEEDBACK AFTER EVENTS

After each event the Office conducts a survey of participants
using a Google form. Since one of the main tasks is to attract
Ukrainian participants to the Programme, the forms are developed
in Ukrainian.

At the beginning of the Office’s activities and the first events,
the survey form was sent to registered participants immediately
after the event, along with presentations, links to videos of the event,
and photos. Over time, the feedback format was improved in terms
of the sequence of information provision: a Google form was sent
to obtain feedback, and after it was received and processed by
Office representatives, relevant materials on the event were sent.
This approach made it possible to assess and increase interest in
both the events held and the additional study of materials prepared
by the Office’s specialists.

The Office sets a standard time limit of 5 days for completing
the feedback form. After this period, the materials are sent to all the
participants of the event, even those who have not completed the
feedback form.

Participants are usually asked 12 questions to be rated:

1. How would you rate the event overall?

2. Was the programme of the event well throughout and
interesting?

3. Was the timing of the event organised correctly, and was there

Currently, all the events have received high marks from the
participants.

The vast majority of participants had only basic knowledge of
the Programme, and after the events, a higher level of awareness of
its opportunities was noted.

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5. CONCLUSIONS

The first 10 training and dissemination events within the
HEOinUA project were a key step in achieving the strategic goal of
raising awareness and readiness of Ukrainian participants to
participate effectively in the Programme. These events were aimed
at providing systematic support at all stages of the potential
applicant’s journey — from learning about the basics of the
Programme to applying and subsequent project implementation.
Through a combination of theoretical basis, practical cases,
consultation sessions, and live dialogue with experts, participants
received not only relevant information but also applied skills that
directly contribute to improving the quality of project proposals.

The peculiarity of these events was their focus on a wide target
audience, involving representatives of universities, research
institutions,  start-ups, civil society organisations, local
governments, and businesses. The hybrid format (online and
offline) provided open access to the events for participants from all
regions of Ukraine, which contributed to regional inclusiveness and
equal access to the Programme’s opportunities. This allowed not
only to significantly expand the geographic coverage, but also to
create the basis for the formation of new regional centers of activity
in the field of research and innovation.

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programmes and projects, including Creative Europe, Erasmus+t,
Euratom, EUREKA, COST and the EIT Community Hub in
Ukraine, were involved in the training events. Their participation
allowed us to uncover opportunities for cross-programme synergies,
show the complementarity of various EU financial instruments, and
demonstrate successful practices of integrating Ukrainian
organisations into project consortia. The events also highlighted the
principles of open science, gender equality, digitalisation, and other
EU policy priorities, which are an integral part of modern projects
involving European partners.

Participation in the events allowed Ukrainian scientists,
managers, and innovators to better understand the rationale of
European research and innovation support programmes, formulate
their own participation trajectory, and establish horizontal links with
potential partners. The acquired knowledge and contacts became the
basis for preparing better applications, expanding international
cooperation and increasing the competitiveness of Ukrainian
organisations in the pan-European research and innovation area.
